Homily Reflection by Fr. Imo
LIKE GOD, LIKE WORSHIPPERS

Today we celebrate and reflect on the doctrine of three
persons in one God, undivided Trinity, equal in divinity yet dis-
tinct in personality. There is no way the God of Christianity can
be understood except as a Trinity. Because of the difficulty with
this mystery, experts in Theology advise us that God does not
want us to know how He is a Trinity but only why He is a Trinity.
Today’s readings take this approach.

Why is God a Trinity? He is a Trinity to show us the
kind of God he is. The three readings tell us that the reason why
God is a Trinity is to show us that he is all merciful and all loving.
The dynamic behind these texts is the amazing love God has for
the world. Though God opposes sin and evil with his just and
right judgment, he approaches sinful people and evil doers with
mercy. He is “slow to anger" and "ready to forgive”. To show
how much God loves the world, today’s Gospel goes on to em-
phasize that God willingly and lovingly “gave” his only Begotten
Son to the world, not to condemn but to redeem - not to destroy
but to heal and restore it. In God we learn that to love is to give,
to love much is to give much, and God loves the world so much
that he gave what is most precious to it.

He is also a Trinity to share himself with us. He does
this through Jesus and the Holy Spirit. With both Jesus and the
Holy Spirit, we become God’s children. And if we are children,
we are heirs as well: heirs of God and coheirs with
Christ...” (Rom 8:17). We are given opportunity to have right of
inheritance of God’s riches at the expense of Christ. In this he
enables us to share the dignity that belongs to God and partake of
his divine life. Today we possess the dignity of God’s sons and
daughters and share in his peace and glory in and through the
person of Christ.

The importance of this doctrine lies in this: we are made
in the image of God, become sons and heirs of God through the
Holy Spirit, and partake in the divine life of God through Jesus.
Therefore, the more we understand God the more we understand
ourselves. Is that true of you? Do people see in you a relationship
with God? Experts in religion tell us that people always try to be
like the god they worship. People who worship a warrior god tend
to be warmongering, people who worship a god of pleasure tend
to be pleasure-seeking, people who worship a god of wrath tend
to be vengeful, and people who worship a god of love tend to be
loving. Therefore, like a God, so the worshippers. Does the kind
of person you are reflect the nature of your God?

This mystery of participating in the Trinity extends to
our relationship with one another as brothers and sisters in one
God. As those who embody godliness in our nature, we have
potential for love and mercy for which the Trinity is known. For
this reason, the Church is asking us today to use our godly love
and mercy to check the spread of heartless wickedness which
shows itself in unforgiveness, divisiveness, homicide, discrimina-
tion and putting down. Let the thought that we share in the dignity
that belongs to the Trinity help us to avoid and break with sins
against charity.

So, as we hear God’s holy word proclaimed today, let us
reflect on all that God has done to make us his own. Our next
task is to allow these things to provoke hope in us. This way we
live in hope that is not vague, in a hope that gives certainty and
courage to face the future with the full assurance that our God, the
Holy Trinity, has our backs.
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COMO DIOS, COMO LOS ADORADORES

Hoy celebramos y reflexionamos sobre la doctrina de
tres personas en un solo Dios, Trinidad indivisa, igual en divini-
dad pero distinta en personalidad. No hay manera de que el Dios
del cristianismo pueda ser entendido excepto como una Trinidad.
Debido a la dificultad con este misterio, los expertos en Teologia
nos aconsejan que Dios no quiere que sepamos como es una Tri-
nidad, sino solo por qué es una Trinidad. Las lecturas de hoy
toman este enfoque.

(Por qué Dios es una Trinidad? Es una Trinidad para
mostrarnos el tipo de Dios que es. Las tres lecturas nos dicen que
la razén por la cual Dios es una Trinidad es para mostrarnos que
¢l es todo misericordioso y todo amoroso. La dindmica detras de
estos textos es el increible amor que Dios tiene por el mundo.
Aunque Dios se opone al pecado y al mal con su juicio justo y
correcto, se acerca a las personas pecadoras y a los malos hacedo-
res con misericordia. Es "lento a la ira" y "listo para perdonar".
Para demostrar lo mucho que Dios ama al mundo, el Evangelio de
hoy contintia enfatizando que Dios voluntaria y amorosamente
"dio" a su Hijo Unigénito al mundo, no para condenar sino para
redimir, no para destruir, sino para sanar y restaurarlo. En Dios
aprendemos que amar es dar, amar mucho es dar mucho, y Dios
ama tanto al mundo que le dio lo que es mas preciado para él.

También es una Trinidad para compartirse con nosotros.
Lo hace a través de Jesus y el Espiritu Santo. Con Jesus y el Es-
piritu Santo, nos convertimos en hijos de Dios. Y si somos hijos,
también somos herederos: herederos de Dios y coherederos con
Cristo..." (Rm 8:17). Se nos da la oportunidad de tener derecho
de herencia de las riquezas de Dios a expensas de Cristo. En esto
nos permite compartir la dignidad que pertenece a Dios y partici-
par de su vida divina. Hoy poseemos la dignidad de los hijos ¢
hijas de Dios y compartimos su paz y gloria en y a través de la
persona de Cristo.

La importancia de esta doctrina radica en esto: somos
hechos a imagen de Dios, nos convertimos en hijos y herederos de
Dios por medio del Espiritu Santo, y participamos en la vida divi-
na de Dios a través de Jests. Por lo tanto, cuanto mas entende-
mos a Dios, mas nos entendemos a nosotros mismos. ;Es eso
cierto para ti? ;La gente ve en ti una relacion con Dios? Los
expertos en religion nos dicen que la gente siempre trata de ser
como el dios que adoran. Las personas que adoran a un dios gue-
rrero tienden a provocar guerra , las personas que adoran a un
dios del placer tienden a ser busquedas del placer, las personas
que adoran a un dios de la ira tienden a ser vengativos, y las per-
sonas que adoran a un dios del amor tienden a ser amorosas. Por
lo tanto, como un Dios, asi los adoradores. ;El tipo de persona
que eres refleja la naturaleza de tu Dios?

Este misterio de participar en la Trinidad se extiende a
nuestra relacion entre nosotros como hermanos y hermanas en un
solo Dios. Como aquellos que encarnan la divinidad en nuestra
naturaleza, tenemos potencial de amor y misericordia por los que
se conoce a la Trinidad. Por esta razoén, la Iglesia nos pide hoy
que usemos nuestro amor divino y nuestra misericordia para com-
probar la propagacion de la maldad desalmada que se manifiesta
en la falta de perdon, la division, el homicidio, la discriminaciéon y
el derribo. Que la idea de que compartimos la dignidad que perte-
nece a la Trinidad nos ayude a evitar y romper con los pecados
contra la caridad.

Asi que, al escuchar la santa palabra de Dios proclamada
hoy, reflexionemos sobre todo lo que Dios ha hecho para hacer-
nos suyos. Nuestra proxima tarea es permitir que estas cosas pro-
voquen esperanza en nosotros. Asi vivimos con la esperanza de
que no sea vaga, con una esperanza que dé certeza y valentia para
afrontar el futuro con la plena seguridad de que nuestro Dios, la
Santisima Trinidad, tiene nuestras espaldas.

It is imperative that this matter be investigated and adjudicated
with total impartiality so that justice can be served.

The wound that many are carrying with regard to race and its relationship
to our criminal justice system has been tragically reopened. We cannot
dismiss the outcry of the people for justice for all before the law. While we
do not condone violent and destructive responses to this, let us, as people
of faith, receive the justifiable feelings of anger, exasperation and despair
that are being expressed with empathy and understanding.

And, finally, let us ask ourselves, how can we take the lesson that we are
learning about the value of human life from COVID-19 and apply it to this
situation? How can we carry out relationship building without any walls of
color, gender, age, economic condition, political party or other divisions
that plague us? | invite you to pray over these questions.

A well-choreographed dance can be truly inspirational. Each
movement and step are interconnected, each contributing a
piece of the unfolding artistic story. The beholder is caught up in
the rhythms, music, and gestures, realizing that none are dispen-
sable and all are necessary. The same is true of the Divine Dance
of the Trinity. Each Person plays a part, using unique gestures
and movements that are connected to the other Divine Partners.
They tell a story of love. Every movement and step is born of love
and flows on into eternity. The Divine Dance never ends.

God the Creator powerfully, yet with gentle love, leads. Creating
and recreating, birthing and sustaining, He dances with the com-
passionate incarnate Son, guided by the breath of the Holy Spirit.
They are three distinct Persons but move as One. On one hand,
the cascading flow of their Presence appears motionless, yet on
the other, flows and moves with effortless attention. They share
one heart, one goal, and one purpose and invite all of creation to
join in their dance, their joy.

The energy of the Trinity flows through all created things. It is a
dance of the heart, not of the mind. It has to be experienced, not
dissected, and contemplated, not understood. We stand in awe
of the Divine Dance and find ourselves watching in amazement
all that God creates and sustains. The dance continues in the
majesty of a mountain, the power and wonder of an ocean, and
the vastness of the universe. It moves in the cry of a newborn
infant and in the soul of one who has been forgiven. It flows in
the cry for justice and in the wounds of the oppressed. It circles
through the changing of seasons, the cycles of birth and death,
and the wisdom that one acquires when they love God.

The Dance never ends. Its movements and rhythms go on forev-
er. The Trinitarian Dance sustains all things, endures all things,
and brings hope. You are invited to dance. Don’t just watch as if
you were simply a spectator. Join in the dance and move as they
move.
