THE GREAT NEWS OF EASTER

Today we celebrate how Jesus was vindicated by his
father when he rose triumphantly from the dead to the surprise
and dismay of his enemies. But this was not what the disciples
saw when they first arrived at the empty tomb. The empty tomb
meant that Jesus was missing. They were yet to overcome the
trauma of that fateful day when he cried out in a loud voice; “It is
finished,” and gave up his ghost, and they thought that all about
Jesus was over.

This is why when Mary of Magdala arrived and saw the
empty tomb of Jesus that early Sunday morning, she imagined
that someone had stolen the body of Jesus from the tomb. She did
not think that he had been raised from the dead. John and Peter
raced down to the tomb with the idea that the tomb had been de-
fied. As we can see in today’s Gospel, all the disciples anticipat-
ed the worst news when they saw the empty tomb. They thought
it to be the work of an enemy. But when they lifted their eyes
from grief and confusion, they found the best news ever, Jesus
has been raised from the dead. The empty tomb was not a sign of
missing Jesus but of risen Jesus.

It takes faith and personal relationship with the Lord to
accept and believe the new dimension of death revealed in his
resurrection. Before this time and even afterwards, dying and
rising from the dead has not been the norm of life. Death has
been known to bring emptiness. But today Jesus is telling us
afresh to be of good cheers because he has overcome death. He
has redefined the emptiness of death and the turmoil of separation
due to death. The one unforgettable great news is that God in Je-
sus brought new life out of death. This calls for belief that God
will seize our emptiness and fill it up with something new.

For us his followers, this is good news. Our life is not
going to be the same because his resurrection has offered us a
new hope and confidence. The empty tomb tells us about the ever
-present Presence of the risen Lord even when we find our world
is “still dark.”

With many of our contemporaries, even fellow Christians, we
may sometimes admit, “we don’t know where Jesus is,” yet he is
with us. Though we may be eager to believe like John who “saw
and believed,” yet we may not truly understand what it means to
be resurrected from the dead. But whether we feel him or not, the
resurrected Lord is with us. So, we are reminded that the Jesus
we seek is not dead in a tomb, but alive in those who daily need
our love. Luke’s Emmaus Gospel of the first Easter evening con-
firms that “Wherever two or more are gathered in Jesus’ name,
Jesus is present, even if unrecognized. Even in today’s breaking
of the bread, Jesus is present. This is our Easter new hope and
new faith that make us rejoice.

So, Easter for Christians is not only a celebration of Je-
sus' resurrection, but an acknowledgement that there is always the
possibility of new life. As a result of this, every Easter we cele-
brate, we update our rising with Christ from the grave of sin to
new life of grace. The new life we now celebrate is not automat-
ic. Instead, it is the fruit of a changed life that is enabled by Len-
ten discipline. For those of us who celebrated Lent properly and
faithfully for the 40 days, today we celebrate what John Newton
calls “Amazing Grace” — the rising from our old way of life to
new way of life; from doing my will to doing God’s will, from
selfish lifestyle to selfless lifestyle, from being a nominal Chris-
tian to becoming a committed Christian (2 Cor. 5:17). It is in
these different dimensions of new [ife that our great news of East-
er emerges.

Homily Reflection by Fr. Imo

LAS GRANDES NOTICIAS DE LA PASCUA

Hoy celebramos como Jesus fue reivindicado por su
padre cuando resucité triunfalmente de entre los muertos para
sorpresa y consternacion de sus enemigos. Pero esto no fue lo que
vieron los discipulos cuando llegaron por primera vez al sepulcro
vacio. La tumba vacia significaba que Jesus habia desaparecido.
Todavia tenian que superar el trauma de ese fatidico dia en el que
grit6 en voz alta; “Consumado es”, y entregd su espiritu, y pensa-
ron que todo acerca de Jesus habia terminado.

Por eso cuando Maria Magdalena llego y vio la tumba
vacia de Jesus ese domingo por la mafnana temprano, se imagind
que alguien habia robado el cuerpo de Jests de la tumba. Ella no
pensoé que habia resucitado de entre los muertos. Juan y Pedro
corrieron hacia la tumba con la idea de que la tumba habia sido
desafiada. Como podemos ver en el evangelio de hoy, todos los
discipulos anticiparon la peor noticia cuando vieron la tumba va-
cia. Pensaron que era obra de un enemigo. Pero cuando levanta-
ron los ojos del dolor y la confusion, se encontraron con la mejor
noticia de la historia: Jesus ha resucitado de entre los muertos. La
tumba vacia no era una sefial de que faltaba Jesus, sino de Jesus
resucitado.

Se necesita fe y relacion personal con el Sefior para
aceptar y creer la nueva dimension de la muerte revelada en su
resurreccion. Antes de este tiempo e incluso después, morir y
resucitar de entre los muertos no ha sido la norma de la vida. Se
sabe que la muerte trae el vacio. Pero hoy Jesus nos esta diciendo
de nuevo que tengamos buen animo porque ha vencido a la muer-
te. Ha redefinido el vacio de la muerte y la confusion de la separa-
cion debido a la muerte. La tnica gran noticia inolvidable es que
Dios en Jesus trajo nueva vida a la muerte. Esto requiere creer
que Dios se apoderara de nuestro vacio y lo llenara con algo nue-
vO.

Para nosotros, sus seguidores, esta es una buena noticia.
Nuestra vida no va a ser la misma porque su resurreccion nos ha
brindado una nueva esperanza y confianza. La tumba vacia nos
habla de la Presencia siempre presente del Sefior resucitado inclu-
so cuando encontramos que nuestro mundo "todavia esta oscuro".
Con muchos de nuestros contemporaneos, incluso compafieros
cristianos, a veces podemos admitir que "no sabemos donde esta
Jesus", pero él esta con nosotros. Aunque estemos ansiosos por
creer como Juan, que “vio y crey6”, es posible que no entenda-
mos realmente lo que significa ser resucitado de entre los muer-
tos. Pero lo sintamos o no, el Sefior resucitado esta con nosotros.
Entonces, recordamos que el Jesus que buscamos no estad muerto
en una tumba, sino vivo en aquellos que diariamente necesitan
nuestro amor. El Evangelio de Ematis de Lucas de la primera no-
che de Pascua confirma que “Dondequiera que dos o mas se rel-
nan en el nombre de Jests, Jesus esta presente, aunque no sea
reconocido. Incluso en la fraccion del pan de hoy, Jesus esta pre-
sente. Esta es nuestra nueva esperanza y nueva fe de Pascua que
nos alegran.

Entonces, la Pascua para los cristianos no es solo una celebra-
cion de la resurreccion de Jesus, sino un reconocimiento de que siempre
existe la posibilidad de una nueva vida. Como resultado de esto, cada
Pascua que celebramos, actualizamos nuestro resucitar con Cristo de la
tumba del pecado a una nueva vida de gracia. La nueva vida que celebra-
mos ahora no es automatica. En cambio, es el fruto de una vida cambiada
que es habilitada por la disciplina de Cuaresma. Para aquellos de noso-
tros que celebramos la Cuaresma adecuada y fielmente durante los 40
dias, hoy celebramos lo que John Newton llama “Gracia asombrosa”: el
levantamiento de nuestra antigua forma de vida a una nueva forma de
vida; de hacer mi voluntad a hacer la voluntad de Dios, de un estilo de
vida egoista a un estilo de vida desinteresado, de ser un cristiano nominal
a convertirme en un cristiano comprometido (2 Cor. 5:17). Es en estas
diferentes dimensiones de la nueva vida donde emerge nuestra gran noti-
cia de Pascua.
