Homily Reflection by Fr. Imo

HOMILY FOR THE ASCENSION OF THE
LORD

In our reflection, we are not going to concern ourselves
with the doctrine of Ascension, but the message Jesus gave to his
disciples before he went into heaven. “Go therefore and make
disciples of all nations, baptize them in the name of the Father
and of the son and of the Holy Spirit, and teach them to obey eve-
rything that I have commanded you. And remember, I am with
you always, to the end of the age” (Matt 28:19-20). “Go into all
the world and proclaim the good news to the whole creation. The
one who believes and is baptized will be saved; but the one who
does not believe will be condemned (Mark 16:15-16). “But you
will receive power when the Holy Spirit has come upon you; and
you will be my witnesses in Jerusalem, in all Judea and Samaria,
and to the ends of the earth (Acts 1:8).

These are the last words of Jesus as recorded differently
in Mathew, Mark and Acts. All of them agree that (a) Jesus gave
his disciples a mission, a task to engage them till he comes again,
and (b) he assured them of divine assistance in the carrying out of
this mission. The spreading of the good news is a mission to all
who have received the Holy Spirit. Today this mission is going
through some difficulties. Is there anything we can do to promote
this mission Jesus gave to his church?

Yes! It will begin with a confident belief that as a recipi-
ent of the Holy Spirit, it is my call to witness to the word of Jesus.
As a child of God, you can help in spreading the good news either
by doing it yourself or helping those who do it. You can spread
the good news by volunteering to teach catechism, or by joining
the choir or any one of the Church ministries. You can help those
who do it by praying for them, donating money to train seminari-
ans or sponsor missionary activities, by corporal work of mercy to
the poor, needy and homeless, by praying for the health of mis-
sionaries and the health of medical personnel who risk their lives
to serve those in hospitals.

One thing we must understand is that it is God who does
the work. All we need do is to first feed on the word and then
make ourselves available for the work. God did not mix words
when he said: “Do not allow the book of life to depart from your
mouth; you shall meditate on it day and night (Joshua 1:8). In
response to this admonition Paul says: “I am not ashamed of the
word; for it is the power of God to save those who trust in
him” (Rom 1:16). We do not do this mission alone; he has prom-
ised to see us through it.

As a matter of fact, when the disciples made themselves
available, in spite of their level of education, the kingdom of God
began to advance forcefully in the hearts of people. They were
able to wake up the souls of those in deep sleep of despair and
hopelessness with the transforming power of the word of God. If
we too can embrace the word as the power of God to save, read
and meditate on it with devotion, we can through the witness of
the word and witness change the world.

Let us, therefore, strive to be familiar enough with the
Scriptures to be able to accurately and coherently present the gos-
pel to others. “Always be prepared to give an answer to everyone
who asks you to give the reason for the hope that you have” (1
Peter 3:15). Let us begin to share this hope the Holy Spirit has put
in our hearts without any hesitations with our family, siblings,
friends, and the sick and suffering during this difficult time.
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HOMILIA PARA LA ASCENSION DEL SENOR

En nuestra reflexion, no nos vamos a preocupar por la
doctrina de la Ascension, sino con el mensaje que Jesus dio a sus
discipulos antes de ir al cielo. "Ve, pues, y haz discipulos de to-
das las naciones, bautizarlos en el nombre del Padre y del hijo y
del Espiritu Santo, y enséfiales a obedecer todo lo que yo te he
mandado. Y recordad, yo estoy con ustedes siempre, hasta el fin
de la era" (Mateo 28:19-20). "Ve a todo el mundo y proclama la
buena nueva a toda la creacion. El que cree y es bautizado sera
salvo; pero el que no crea sera condenado (Marcos 16:15-16).
"Pero recibiran poder cuando el Espiritu Santo haya venido sobre
ustedes; y seréis mis testigos en Jerusalén, en toda Judea y Sama-
ria, y hasta los confines de la tierra (Hechos 1:8).

Estas son las tltimas palabras de Jesus tal como se regis-
traron de manera diferente en Mateo, Marcos y Hechos. Todos
ellos estan de acuerdo en que (a) Jesus dio a sus discipulos una
mision, una tarea para involucrarlos hasta que él venga de nuevo,
y (b) les aseguro la ayuda divina en el cumplimiento de esta mi-
sion. La difusion de las buenas nuevas es una mision a todos los
que han recibido el Espiritu Santo. Hoy esta mision esta pasando
por algunas dificultades. ;Hay algo que podamos hacer para pro-
mover esta mision que Jesus dio a su iglesia?

iSi! Comenzara con la creencia confiada de que, como
receptor del Espiritu Santo, es mi llamado a testimoniar la palabra
de Jesus. Como hijo de Dios, usted puede ayudar a difundir las
buenas noticias, ya sea haciéndolo usted mismo o ayudando a
quienes lo hacen. Puede difundir las buenas noticias ofreciéndose
como voluntario para enseflar catecismo, o uniéndose al coro o a
cualquiera de los ministerios de la Iglesia. Usted puede ayudar a
aquellos que lo hacen orando por ellos, donando dinero para ca-
pacitar a seminaristas o patrocinar actividades misionales, me-
diante la obra corporal de misericordia a los pobres, necesitados y
sin hogar, orando por la salud de los misioneros y la salud del
personal médico que arriesgan sus vidas para servir a los hospita-
les.

Una cosa que debemos entender es que es Dios quien
hace la obra. Todo lo que necesitamos hacer es alimentarnos
primero de la palabra y luego ponernos a disposicion para el tra-
bajo. Dios no mezcld palabras cuando dijo: "No permitas que el
libro de la vida se aparte de tu boca; meditaréis dia y noche
(Josué 1:8). En respuesta a esta amonestacion, Pablo dice: "No
me avergiienza de la palabra; porque es el poder de Dios salvar a
los que confian en éI" (Rm 1, 16). No hacemos esta mision solos;
ha prometido vernos a través de él.

De hecho, cuando los discipulos se hicieron disponibles,
a pesar de su nivel de educacion, el reino de Dios comenzd a
avanzar con fuerza en el corazon de las personas. Fueron capaces
de despertar las almas de aquellos que dormian profundamente de
la desesperacion y la desesperanza con el poder transformador de
la palabra de Dios. Si nosotros también podemos abrazar la pala-
bra como el poder de Dios para salvarla, leerla y meditarla con
devocion, podemos a través del testimonio de la palabra y el testi-
monio cambiar el mundo.

Por lo tanto, esforcémonos por estar lo suficientemente
familiarizados con las Escrituras para poder presentar el Evange-
lio de manera precisa y coherente a los demas. "Estén siempre
preparados para dar una respuesta a todos los que nos pidan que
den la razon de la esperanza que tenemos" (1 Pedro 3:15). Co-
mencemos a compartir esta esperanza que el Espiritu Santo ha
puesto en nuestros corazones sin ninguna vacilacion con nuestra
familia, hermanos, amigos y enfermos y los que sufren durante
este dificil momento.

What does faith and religion do for us? Ultimately, they remind
us of some truths we conveniently forget: we are created by a
loving God, we have imperfections, we sin, we need to be forgiv-
en, we have a mission and a purpose, it’s not just about us, and
we hunger for the joy of salvation. These are human truths that
are not dependent upon whether we like them. Ignoring them
places us on the paths of comfort and satisfaction as we blindly
pursue the busyness and superficiality of our empty lives. Instead
of pursuing supernatural and lasting pleasure, we choose things
that are easier and quicker to obtain: sex, drugs, travel, houses,
cars, fame, popularity, self-achievement and satisfaction, physical
enjoyment, and the like.

We may also find ourselves falling victim to more negative
responses to what life brings us: anger, envy, lust, pride, gluttony,
greed, and apathy. Human hearts can become so hardened to the
truth that violence becomes the response of first choice. Being a
Christian is hard! Yet, as Pope Francis reminds us, the Church
needs to be a field hospital that has to be prepared to provide
people with the remedy they need. What we need is Jesus Christ.
The Church, with all of the glory of the sacraments, exists to help
make Christ present and real for us. Once we find Christ, we find
joy. Joy is a matter of the heart that is beyond pleasure and happi-
ness. It is not found in some earthly satisfaction, only in Christ.

Once we accept that we are destined to be in Christ, then we will
discover eternal life. Namely, “that they should know you, the
only true God, and the one whom you sent, Jesus Christ.” It is
easy to conveniently forget truth and pursue illusions immediately
within our grasp, but at what price? A man celebrating 60 years of
marriage remarked that it took so much effort and so many at-
tempts to convince his wife that they were meant to be together.
Even his friends told him he was foolish. He easily could have
given up and pursued other interests. He chose to persevere and is
so grateful that he made that choice because he now has a pearl of
great price. Do we see a value in persevering in our faith regard-
less of the cost? If we don’t take the risk, we could lose more than
we know.
