DESTROY THIS TEMPLE, I WILL RAISE IT UP

In our first reading from Exodus, God gave the Law to
Moses for Israel to guide his relationship with them and to help
them organize their social and religious life. The whole question
of the Law of Moses is one of sovereignty: who is the sovereign?
In the second reading, Paul presented Christ as the fullness of the
law, the power and wisdom of God. Though his Jewish audience
were interested in signs and Greeks inclined more in philosophy
yet, he was stuck to the gospel truth about Christ crucified, the
Wisdom of God.

The Gospel this weekend does not give us the picture of
the glorious face of Jesus we saw last weekend but a picture of an
angry Jesus who set about whipping those who were doing busi-
ness in the house of God. In essence Jesus was not so much an-
gry as we think but demonstrating his identity as the glory of
God. The taking of the temple is a powerful display of sovereign-
ty that is unmistakable. In the end, it is his claims of the temple
that are raised at his trial and led to his death.

As the gospel uncovers, we can see that the action of
Jesus is not only about cleansing of the temple but as a symbolic
act predicting its destruction. "Destroy this temple, and in three
days I will raise it up” (2:19). In this Jesus pointed to his sacrifi-
cial death on the cross and his rising from the tomb on the third
day. The Jews did not understand that the temple Jesus referred
to, was his own body. He will be put to death as the atoning sacri-
fice for our sins so that we can freely enter the holy presence of
God in his heavenly sanctuary (Heb 10:19).

The point is that under the terms of the old covenant,
the temple was the great meeting-place between a holy God
and his sinful people. This was the place of sacrifice, the
place of atonement for sin. Similarly, when Jesus offers him-
self as a sacrifice on the cross to atone for our sins, he be-
comes the great “meeting-place” between a holy God and his
sinful people. In so, doing, he becomes the temple, the meet-
ing-place between God and his people. So, it is in Jesus’
death, in his destruction, and in his resurrection three days
later, that Jesus meets our needs and reconciles us to God, and
becomes by that fact the temple, the supreme meeting-place
between God and sinners. To use Paul’s language in the sec-
ond reading, “we do not simply preach Christ; rather, we
preach Christ crucified.” What is significant about this sign is
its capacity to reveal the identity of Jesus and the glory of
God.

Given everything that is involved in this gospel passage,
this dramatic cleansing of the temple of Jerusalem is seen as a
prophetic sign of what Jesus wants to do with each of us. Like the
Jewish leaders, we too are living a double standard life. We, too,
have taken the laws into our hands and committed certain sins in
the name of God. Today Jesus wants the cleansing of our hearts.
As this gospel passage tells us how Jesus fought to cleanse the
defied structural temple, Lent tells us how Jesus fought to cleanse
the human temple that we are by his death on the Cross. Today
he continues to cleanse us of our sinful ways to make us into liv-
ing temples of his Holy Spirit (1 Corinthians 6:19). At the temple
cleansing drama, Jesus reminds the people to make God the cen-
ter of their lives. Through his perfect gift of self, we are given the
grace to turn our hearts and minds back to the God. He invites us
to expose our sins to be destroyed through the Lenten penance.
He invites us to experience cleansing of our hearts by dying to our
sins in order to rise with him at Easter.

Homily Reflection by Fr. Imo

DESTRUYE ESTE TEMPLO, YO LO LEVANTARE

En nuestra primera lectura del Exodo, Dios le dio la Ley
a Moisés para que Israel guiara su relacion con ellos y los ayudara
a organizar su vida social y religiosa. Toda la cuestion de la Ley
de Moisés es de soberania: ;jquién es el soberano? En la segunda
lectura, Pablo present6 a Cristo como la plenitud de la ley, el po-
der y la sabiduria de Dios. Aunque su audiencia judia estaba in-
teresada en las sefiales y los griegos se inclinaban aun mas por la
filosofia, ¢l estaba apegado a la verdad del evangelio acerca de
Cristo crucificado, la Sabiduria de Dios.

El Evangelio de este fin de semana no nos da la imagen
del glorioso rostro de Jests que vimos el fin de semana pasado,
sino una imagen de un Jesus enojado que se dispuso a azotar a los
que estaban haciendo negocios en la casa de Dios. En esencia,
Jesus no estaba tan enojado como pensamos, sino demostrando su
identidad como la gloria de Dios. La toma del templo es una de-
mostracion poderosa de soberania que es inconfundible. Al final,
son sus afirmaciones sobre el templo las que se levantan en su
juicio y conducen a su muerte.

A medida que se descubre el evangelio, podemos ver que
la accion de Jess no se trata solo de limpiar el templo, sino de un
acto simbolico que predice su destruccion. "Destruid este templo,
y en tres dias lo levantaré" (2:19). En esto Jesus sefialdo su muerte
en sacrificio en la cruz y su resurreccion de la tumba al tercer dia.
Los judios no entendieron que el El templo al que Jesus se refirid
era su propio cuerpo, y sera ejecutado como sacrificio expiatorio
por nuestros pecados para que podamos entrar libremente a la
santa presencia de Dios en su santuario celestial (Heb 10:19).

El punto es que bajo los términos del antiguo pacto, el
templo era el gran lugar de encuentro entre un Dios santo y su
pueblo pecador. Este era el lugar del sacrificio, el lugar de la ex-
piacion por el pecado. De manera similar, cuando Jesus se ofrece
a si mismo como sacrificio en la cruz para expiar nuestros peca-
dos, se convierte en el gran "lugar de encuentro" entre un Dios
santo y su pueblo pecador. Al hacerlo, se convierte en templo,
lugar de encuentro entre Dios y su pueblo. Entonces, es en la
muerte de Jesus, en su destruccion y en su resurreccion tres dias
después, que Jesus satisface nuestras necesidades y nos reconcilia
con Dios, y por ese hecho se convierte en el templo, el lugar de
encuentro supremo entre Dios y los pecadores. Para usar el len-
guaje de Pablo en la segunda lectura, “no predicamos simplemen-
te a Cristo; mas bien, predicamos a Cristo crucificado ”. Lo signi-
ficativo de este signo es su capacidad para revelar la identidad de
Jesus y la gloria de Dios.

Dado todo lo que esta involucrado en este pasaje del
evangelio, esta dramatica limpieza del templo de Jerusalén se ve
como una sefial profética de lo que Jests quiere hacer con cada
uno de nosotros. Como los lideres judios, nosotros también esta-
mos viviendo una vida de doble estandar. Nosotros también he-
mos tomado las leyes en nuestras manos y hemos cometido cier-
tos pecados en el nombre de Dios. Hoy Jesus quiere la limpieza
de nuestros corazones. Mientras este pasaje del evangelio nos dice
como Jesus lucho para limpiar el templo estructural desafiado, la
Cuaresma nos dice como Jesus luché para limpiar el templo hu-
mano que somos con su muerte en la Cruz. Hoy contintia limpian-
donos de nuestros caminos pecaminosos para convertirnos en
templos vivientes de su Espiritu Santo (1 Corintios 6:19). En el
drama de la limpieza del templo, Jesus les recuerda a las personas
que hagan de Dios el centro de sus vidas. A través de su perfecto
don de si mismo, se nos da la gracia de volver nuestros corazones
y mentes hacia Dios. Nos invita a exponer nuestros pecados para
ser destruidos mediante la penitencia de Cuaresma. Nos invita a
experimentar la limpieza de nuestro corazén muriendo por nues-
tros pecados para resucitar con €l en la Pascua.

Dear Sisters and Brothers, March 1, 2021

Peace and wellbeing to all of you and vour families. With his Apostolic Letter Patris Corde, on December
8, 2020, Pope Francis commemorated the 150th anniversary of Blessed Pius IX's declaration of Saint
Joseph as Patron of the Universal Church by proclaiming a Year of Saint Joseph. The Holy Father
encourages us to increase our love for this great saint. to implore his intercession, and to imitate his virtues
and fervor.

Pope Francis recognized that the pandemic has underlined the family's central role as the Domestic Church
and the importance of family relationships with other families for care and support. Such relationships
make the Church an authentic “family of families” (Amaoris Laetitia #87). He affirms that the family should
be placed at the center of commitment and attention from every pastoral and ecclesial reality. The Church
will also celebrate the Ameoris Laetitia family this year, marking five years since the Apostolic Exhortation
Amaris Laetitia's publication on the beauty and joy of love in the family. The Holy Father has invited us to
join him in reaching every family through spiritual, pastoral. and culural proposals that can be
implemented within our diocese.

The Year of Saint Joseph and Amoris Laetitia Family are aligned with our diocesan vision ro impact family,
neighborhood, and society with the Gospel so that people's lives are filled with hope. My hope is that this
year we take an active role in promoting prayer and devotion to Saint Joseph in order to better imitate his
many Christian values; that families, large or small, will grow in wisdom and holiness; and that fathers be
leaders of prayer, morality, and spiritual formation in their homes.
