Homily Reflection by Fr. Imo
GREAT IS YOUR FAITH

In a world where those who are perceived as different
seem to be at greater risk, God invites us to break down the
boundaries that separate us from one another. The Gospel this
Sunday tells us that Jesus and his disciples went to Tyre and Si-
don, a region inhabited mainly by the Canaanites, who did not
share the same faith with the Jews. Tyre and Sidon were fifty
miles north of Israel and still exist today in modern Lebanon. As
a theocratic Nation, the Jews thought too highly of themselves
and put non-Jews down. Today we have the example of a mother
who was put down because she was different but refuses to give
up until her child receives the help she seeks.

This Canaanite woman came up to Jesus and begged him
to heal her daughter who was tormented by a demon, Jesus did
not initially give her any answer but when he did he said that it
was not good to throw the children’s food to the dogs. What did
Jesus mean by the expression “throwing bread to the dogs”? The
Jews often spoke of the Gentiles with arrogance and insolence as
“unclean dogs”. This is so because the Gentiles did not follow
God’s law and were excluded from God's covenant and favor with
the people of Israel. There is another reference to “dogs” in Mat-
thew's Gospel where Jesus says to his disciples, “Do not give to
dogs what is holy” (Mt 7:6). For Jesus to have compared helping
Gentiles to feeding dogs (a slur commentators find hard to ex-
plain) did not only embarrass the disciples but shocks every to-
day’s reader.

One thing is clear however, that is the belief that God’s
blessings are somewhat limited to peoples of certain tribes or cul-
tures or nation. Many people and cultures have a handful of such
prejudices and myths — from the myth of the Jews as the only
people of God to that of no salvation outside the Church, from the
prejudice of the caste system in India to that of racial superiority
in Nazi Germany, from the myth of the superiority of men over
women to that of the superiority of Western cultures or the myth
of white supremacy to people of other racial backgrounds. When
we emphasize them, we put fear and discourage participation and
advancement. The Canaanite woman invites us today to expose
such myths and correct their false and exaggerated claims, just
like she created the awareness that belief in the exclusive divine
prerogatives of the Jewish people did not stand up to reason.

What does the Church want us to learn from this pas-
sage? Matthew gave this testimony to his community to teach
them the power of faith; how faith can bring power to the power-
less. A faithless person is a hopeless person; a non-persistent
person is a visionless person. Life is all about faith. Without
faith, we are scared by the challenges of relationship, marriage,
academics, jobs, sickness and other life’s pursuits. The Canaan-
ite woman is telling us that when studies become puzzling, keep
your eyes on the prize. It is this kind of determination that ena-
bles advocates of the rights of victims to speak up even when the
people around them are tired of hearing their pleas.

As we can see, it takes a lot to bring our focus to one
essential thing. At times, it takes a personal challenge or the
problem of a beloved member of the family or friend or the
Covid.19 to begin a journey of prayer as the Canaanite woman
did. Who knows what could happen if more people prayed with
such confidence? Who knows how many of us could wrestle with
God like Abraham, Jacob, Hannah, and the Canaanite woman in
prayer and win? This is the kind of faith that will win us God’s
approval when we pray. But know this, no one who ever seeks
Jesus with earnest and expectant faith - whether Jew or Gentile -
is refused his help.
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GRANDE ES TU FE

En un mundo donde los que son percibidos como
diferentes parecen estar en mayor riesgo, Dios nos invita a romper
los limites que nos separan unos de otros. El Evangelio de este
domingo nos dice que Jesus y sus discipulos fueron a Tiro y
Sidon, una region habitada principalmente por los cananeos, que
no comcieron la misma fe con los judios. Tyre y Sidon estaban a
cincuenta millas al norte de Israel y todavia existen hoy en dia en
el Libano moderno. Como nacidn teocratica, los judios pensaban
demasiado de si mismos y bajaban a los no judios. Hoy tenemos
el ejemplo de una madre que fue derribada porque era diferente,
pero se niega a rendirse hasta que su hijo reciba la ayuda que bus-
ca.

Esta mujer cananea se acerco a Jesus y le rogd que sana-
ra a su hija que fue atormentada por un demonio, Jesus inicial-
mente no le dio ninguna respuesta, pero cuando dijo que no era
bueno tirar la comida de los nifios a los perros. ;Qué quiso decir
Jests con la expresion "tirar pan a los perros"? Los judios a
menudo hablaban de los gentiles con arrogancia e insolencia co-
mo "perros inmundos". Esto es asi porque los gentiles no sigui-
eron la ley de Dios y fueron excluidos del convenio y favor de
Dios con el pueblo de Israel. Hay otra referencia a los "perros" en
el Evangelio de Mateo, donde Jesus dice a sus discipulos: "No des
a los perros lo que es santo" (Mt 7, 6). Para Jesus haber compara-
do ayudar a los gentiles con alimentar a los perros (a los comen-
taristas de calumnias les resulta dificil de explicar) no s6lo aver-
gonzaron a los discipulos, sino que conmociona a todos los lec-
tores de hoy.

Una cosa esta clara sin embargo, que es la creencia de
que las bendiciones de Dios se limitan un poco a los pueblos de
ciertas tribus o culturas o nacién. Muchas personas y culturas
tienen un pufiado de tales prejuicios y mitos, desde el mito de los
judios como el unico pueblo de Dios hasta el de la no salvacion
fuera de la Iglesia, desde el prejuicio del sistema de castas en la
India hasta el de la superioridad racial en la Alemania Nazi, desde
el mito de la superioridad de los hombres sobre las mujeres hasta
el de la superioridad de las culturas occidentales o el mito de la
supremacia blanca a las personas de otros origenes raciales. Cuan-
do los enfatizamos, ponemos miedo y desalentamos la partici-
pacion y el progreso. La mujer cananea nos invita hoy a exponer
tales mitos y corregir sus afirmaciones falsas y exageradas, al
igual que ella cre6 la conciencia de que la creencia en las prerrog-
ativas divinas exclusivas del pueblo judio no se opondba a la
razon.

(Qué quiere la Iglesia que aprendamos de ese pasaje?
Mateo dio este testimonio a su comunidad para ensefiarles el
poder de la fe; como la fe puede traer poder a los impotentes.
Una persona infiel es una persona desesperada; una persona no
persistente es una persona sin vision. La vida tiene que ver con la
fe. Sin fe, nos asustan los desafios de la relacion, el matrimonio,
los académicos, los trabajos, la enfermedad y las actividades de
otra vida. La mujer cananea nos estd diciendo que cuando los
estudios se vuelvan desconcertantes, mantén tus ojos en el
premio. Es este tipo de determinacion lo que permite a los defen-
sores de los derechos de las victimas alzar la voz incluso cuando
las personas a su alrededor estan cansadas de escuchar sus supli-
cas.

Como podemos ver, se necesita mucho para llevar nuestro
enfoque a una cosa esencial. A veces, se necesita un desafio personal o
el problema de un ser amado miembro de la familia o amigo o del
Covid.19 para comenzar un viaje de oracion como lo hizo la mujer cana-
nea. ;Quién sabe qué podria pasar si mas personas oraran con tanta con-
fianza? ;Quién sabe cudntos de nosotros podriamos luchar con Dios
como Abraham, Jacob, Ana y la mujer cananea en oracion y ganar? Este
es el tipo de fe que nos ganara la aprobacion de Dios cuando oremos.
Pero sepan esto, a nadie que busque a Jesus con fe sincera y expectante -
ya sea judio o gentil- se le niega su ayuda.
