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Homily Reflection by Fr. Imo
I AM THE BREAD OF LIFE

Today the Church celebrates the Solemnity of the Most
Holy Body and Blood of Jesus, popularly known as “Corpus
Christ”. In the first reading Moses gives the Israelites a last-
minute instruction to always remember how God fed them with
manna from heaven before they cross the Jordan into the Prom-
ised Land while he goes off to his eternal reward. In the Gospel
Jesus refers to the manna from heaven and tells the Jews that he is
the real living bread that came down from heaven. In the second
reading, Paul tells us that participating in this bread units us with
God and with one another.

The mystery involved in the teaching about the body and
blood of Christ is easy one. While the human mind may not un-
derstand with ease “how” Jesus is a living bread, it can under-
stand “why” he chooses to become bread. He chooses to become
bread out of love for our salvation (Phil 2:4-9). This is the way
God can enact the everlasting covenant prophesied by Jeremiah
(31:31). Itis the way Jesus can carry out the work of salvation on
the Cross of Calvary. This mystery can better be understood if
we believe that God’s ways are not our ways. As Peter puts it,
“with the Lord one day is like a thousand years and a thousand
years like one day” (2 Peter 3:8). One thing is certain, Jesus is the
way, the truth and the life (Jn 14:4) and in him there is neither
change nor shadow of alteration (James 1:17).

Faith tells us that in the Eucharist, we do not receive
bread but Jesus. The difference between ordinary bread and Jesus
lies in these words of Christ to St. Augustine: “You will not
change me into yourself as you would of food to your flesh; but
you will be changed into me.” We transform ordinary food into
our own bodies but the food of the Eucharist transforms us into
the body of Christ. In the Eucharist Jesus provides a visible
means to communicate this life to us so that we can be fully alive
both in this life and in the life to come.

If this is the nature of the Bread from heaven, why then
do some of us who receive the Eucharist fail to experience this
radical transformation that the Eucharist gives? The answer
comes down to three things: faith, awareness, and openness. This
is a matter of faith, not logic or magic. In Israel some people
turned away, unaffected by his presence. The effect of his pres-
ence in the Eucharist on us is up to us; and up to our faith. We
have to be aware of what we’re doing when we receive the Eu-
charist. We are not just following an old Catholic custom. We
must have the awareness that the Eucharist is a communion with
the Holy — a sharing in the dignity that belongs to God. We can-
not share in the dignity that belongs to God and still behave un-
godly. If Moses is required to remove his shoes to step into the
holy presence of God (Ex 3:5), we, who share in the life of Jesus
should do so with fear and trembling than with indignity.

Finally, to receive the Eucharist with its desired transfor-
mation, we have to see the Eucharistic celebration as entering into
an encounter with Jesus with an openness to receive a message.
The Eucharist has a message of love, forgiveness and charity. We
may receive an assurance of his love, perhaps an idea of how to
be a channel of that love to others, perhaps a challenge to turn
away from things that are wrong. It is then wrong when we re-
ceive the Eucharist and fail to become what we receive. Do you
believe that it is Jesus and not mere food? How do you demon-
strate what you believe about Jesus in the Eucharist in how you
live?

YO SOY EL PAN DE VIDA

Hoy la Iglesia celebra La Solemnidad del Santisimo
Cuerpo y la Sangre de Jests, popularmente conocida como
"Corpus Christi". En la primera lectura, Moisés les da a los israe-
litas una instruccion de ultimo minuto para recordar siempre co-
mo Dios los alimenté con mana del cielo antes de que crucen el
Jordén hacia la Tierra Prometida mientras él se va a su recompen-
sa eterna. En el Evangelio, Jesus se refiere al mana del cielo y les
dice a los judios que él es el verdadero pan vivo que descendio
del cielo. En la segunda lectura, Pablo nos dice que participar en
este pan nos une con Dios y con los demas.

El misterio involucrado en la ensefianza sobre el cuerpo
y la sangre de Cristo es facil. Si bien la mente humana puede no
comprender con facilidad "como" Jesus es un pan vivo, puede
entender "por qué" elige convertirse en pan. El elige convertirse
en pan por amor a nuestra salvacion (Filipenses 2: 4-9). Esta es la
forma en que Dios puede promulgar el pacto eterno profetizado
por Jeremias (31:31). Es la forma en que Jesus puede llevar a ca-
bo la obra de salvacion en la Cruz del Calvario. Este misterio se
puede entender mejor si creemos que los caminos de Dios no son
nuestros caminos. Como dice Pedro, "con el Sefior un dia es como
mil afios y mil afios como un dia" (2 Pedro 3: 8). Una cosa es
cierta, Jesus es el camino, la verdad y la vida (Jn 14, 4) y en él no
hay cambio ni sombra de alteracion (Santiago 1:17).

La fe nos dice que en la Eucaristia, no recibimos pan
sino a Jesus. La diferencia entre el pan comun y Jests radica en
estas palabras de Cristo a San Agustin: “No me cambiaras a ti
mismo como lo harias con comida para tu carne; pero seras trans-
formado en mi ". Transformamos la comida ordinaria en nuestros
propios cuerpos, pero la comida de la Eucaristia nos transforma
en el cuerpo de Cristo. En la Eucaristia, Jests proporciona un
medio visible para comunicarnos esta vida para que podamos
estar plenamente vivos tanto en esta vida como en la vida venide-
ra.

Si esta es la naturaleza del Pan del cielo, ;por qué algu-
nos de nosotros que recibimos la Eucaristia no experimentamos
esta transformacion radical que la Eucaristia da? La respuesta se
reduce a tres cosas: fe, conciencia y apertura. Esto es una cuestion
de fe, no de logica o magia. En Israel, algunas personas se volvie-
ron, sin verse afectadas por su presencia. El efecto de su presencia
en la Eucaristia en nosotros depende de nosotros; y hasta nuestra
fe. Tenemos que estar conscientes de lo que estamos haciendo
cuando recibimos la Eucaristia. No solo estamos siguiendo una
vieja costumbre catolica. Debemos tener conciencia de que la
Eucaristia es una comunion con lo Santo, una participacion en la
dignidad que le pertenece a Dios. No podemos compartir la digni-
dad que le pertenece a Dios y aun asi comportarnos impios. Si se
requiere que Moisés se quite los zapatos para entrar en la santa
presencia de Dios (Ex. 3: 5), nosotros, los que compartimos la
vida de Jesus, debemos hacerlo con miedo y temblor que con in-
dignidad.

Finalmente, para recibir la Eucaristia con su transforma-
cion deseada, tenemos que ver la celebracion eucaristica como un
encuentro con Jesus con la apertura para recibir un mensaje. La
Eucaristia tiene un mensaje de amor, perdon y caridad. Podemos
recibir una garantia de su amor, tal vez una idea de como ser un
canal de ese amor para los demas, tal vez un desafio para alejar-
nos de las cosas que estan mal. Entonces estd mal cuando recibi-
mos la Eucaristia y no podemos convertirnos en lo que recibimos.
(Crees que es Jesus y no solo comida? ;Como demuestra lo que
cree acerca de Jesus en la Eucaristia sobre como vive?

Processions

Singing

¢ Singing is required to be minimal in order to limit parishioners’
prolonged exposure to one another.

¢ The congregation is not going to sing

¢ The following will be recited: Kyrie, the Our Father, the Great
Amen

Choir
¢ Offertory and Communion singing are to be “shortened”.

¢ All music personnel are to remain socially distant by a 6ft from each
other.

¢ Only a single (1) vocalist can sing the whole Mass time.
¢ Ifnot an instrumentalist, may be supported by instrumentalist.

¢ All instrumentalists are required to continue to wear masks in the
worship space and during the liturgy.

*** There will be no sharing of microphones. The practice of either “wiping

down” the microphone between speakers (using a disinfectant wipe), or the chang-

ing out of ‘disposable filters’ will be employed for the safety of all who will use

this equipment.

Offertory
¢ There will no offertory procession

¢ The usher will come to where each person is seated with the collec-
tion long handle basket.

¢ Only the Usher brings the collection basket at last and places it by

the Altar.

¢ The community is encouraged to consider Online Giving as an alter-
native.

Communion

®  Only two extraordinary ministers will be needed in any Mass
There will be no distribution of the Cup of Blood.
Communion will be given only in hand and not on the tongue.

Masks are to be worn during the distribution of Eucharist by ministers

The people will wear masks throughout the Mass time except when receiv-
ing Communion.

Communion Rite

¢  Extraordinary Ministers are required to do the following:

... Sanitize their hands before and after the Communion Rite

... Stand at one of the designated distribution points during the

Communion Rite

NOTE: If any physical contact occurs between the communicant and the one
who is distributing the Eucharist (i.e., priest, deacon, or extraordinary minister),
then the minister should immediately sanitize his/her hands for 1 minute, allowing
the sanitizer to dry completely before he/she continues the distribution of the
Eucharist

*** After all have received the Eucharist during the Communion Rite,
Extraordinary Ministers will return the ciboria with consecrated host to
the Altar/priest.

DEPARTURE
¢ Specific EXIT doors will be opened after the Final Blessing.
¢ Inside Guidance Ministers will direct the attendees out these doors only.

¢ All are reminded not to “hang around” after Mass, socializing, on any part of
the church grounds.

¢ This will help to avoid the intermixing of those leaving the current Mass
with those who are arriving for the next Mass.
